CLASSIFICATION FOR SNUFF (MOIST OR DRY) 

 

 

 Please be informed that all varieties of snuff, whether moist or dry, are classified 

under HS Code 2403.99.40. Goods classified under this code are dutiable at $352 per kg.  

 

 

2 Snuff is a general term for finely cut or powdered flavoured tobacco, which is 

consumed orally or nasally. Such products can be prepared moist or dry, and can come in 

forms ranging from fine powder to fine-cut or long-cut tobacco particles. Snuff products are 

sold either loose or packaged into small, ready-to-use sachets. Some examples of such 

products include nasal snuff, snus and dipping tobacco.
